Design and Technology 7‐10

Students are required to engage with ICT throughout the Design and Technology Years 7–10 course. They will utilise ICT in the context of core content and within each design project. Students will integrate a variety of ICT applications including:

· Word processing and desktop publishing to record and present documentation of design ideas, solutions and project work

· Databases to interpret and manipulate data when problem-solving and developing information solutions

· Spreadsheets to analyse, calculate, sort, filter and present numerical data when developing information solutions

· Multimedia to create presentations of designed solutions

· Graphics in the form of existing and created images in design development and presentation

· Electronic communication in the researching of information.
Food Technology

Students will engage a variety of ICTs through activities such as researching, evaluating and

Communicating issues and ideas related to food.

ICTs that students will use include:

· word processing applications – in the core ‘food preparation and processing’ students will use word processing packages to generate and manipulate procedural text

· Spreadsheets – in the core ‘nutrition and consumption’ students will tabulate data and

generate graphs using a spreadsheet

· Graphics – in the focus area ‘food trends’ students who elect to undertake additional

content will use digital technologies to produce a finished visual image

· Electronic communication – in the core ‘nutrition and consumption’ and the focus area

‘food service and catering’ students will conduct advanced web searches using appropriate search engines

· Databases – in the core ‘nutrition and consumption’ students will use a database accessed online or use a CD-ROM to analyse information.
Textiles

Students engage with a variety of ICT applications when developing design ideas and

researching information to support project work. ICTs will be used in the development,

modification, production and presentation of individual student projects. In project work,

Students will use:

· Word-processing applications to document the procedure for the construction of a textile project

· Multimedia applications in the communication and presentation of design ideas for a

variety of audiences

· Graphics to communicate sources of inspiration and develop design ideas for textile

projects

· Electronic communication for the communication and presentation of design ideas,

research and investigation of the practice of designers and critical analysis of commercial textile-based websites.
