Get to know your students and their strengths and weakness this will help you plan your lessons to meet your students needs. Becoming familiar with students and their learning styles will ensure you are catering for their specific learning needs.

Make sure when presenting lessons you make allowances for auditory, visual & kinesthetic Learners. The truth is that you cannot cater for ALL learning styles all the time but you can ensure that you are mindful of the different learning styles and you include strategies to incorporate the different learning styles in each unit of work.

Being prepared is also a very important when preparing and teaching lessons, if you are prepared then students will not have the time to be bored and cause disruption. Ensure students have relevant training in the use of tools and machinery before they use them as damage and disruptions can be costly and time consuming.

Both my specialisations have practical components and ensuring that the tools and materials are ready and on hand is a very important part of planning and teaching. Usually when you need things to work like the sewing machines they won’t or the class before you have left them in an appalling state that takes ½ the lesson to fix, being prepared and thinking ahead will ensure that you are as prepared as you can be to successfully deliver a lesson.

TIPS TO REMEMBER WHEN PLANNING & TEACHING LESSONS

· Recognise different students learning styles and adapt lessons to suit

· Be prepared and organised for lessons

· Ensure students are competent with the proper tools before allowing them free rein as most machinery and tools in food tech and textiles are expensive and can be dangerous.

· Motivate students to learn

· Ensure that proper safety procedures are followed when using machinery
