Share intellectual control with students.

Negotiate and communicate with your students and allow them to be responsible for their own learning experiences, an example would be giving them a choice of what they would like to learn to cook in food technology .Initially the teacher would give them a variety of choices to choose from for budgeting reasons, this could however change in years 11/12 when budgeting is part of the learning criteria.

· Look for occasions when students can work out part (or all) of the content or instructions.

Give students the opportunity to work things out for themselves, if they struggle or do not understand they always have you there to ask. Students will learn more if they have to figure out how, and why themselves.

· Provide opportunities for choice and independent decision-making.

Students enjoy being given the opportunity to make their own decisions, they do not like being told what to do, an example would be to allow students to do their assignment using any form, i.e. video diary, website, PowerPoint presentation, report, ect, ect. Ensure that students have a genuine choice in how they do things
· Provide diverse range of ways of experiencing success.

Always recognize good work and praise students for good learning behaviors. This can be done privately and publicly and should be continually done for all students. Don’t forget to continue to do this especially to students who u might get a lot of praise, sometime these are just the students who are forgotten. The students who achieve low  or moderate achievement must also be recognized as sometime praise will help them achieve the next level up 

· Promote talk which is exploratory, tentative and hypothetical.

Allow students to have a voice and an opinion, interactivity in discussion is a great skill and can be a fun learning tool for both students and teachers.

· Encourage students to learn from other students' questions and comments.

Encourage students to understand other student’s point of views and that cultural and life experiences of others can shape their opinions and point of view

· Build a classroom environment that supports risk-taking.

Ensure that students know that their opinions are valid and appreciated and that there are different opinions on all matters and that they have the right to have an opinion at any time.

· Use a wide variety of intellectually challenging teaching procedures.

Vary the way in which you teach students to ensure that the learning is fresh and exciting there is nothing worse than a dull learning environment and dull information. Try and ensure students are interested and engaged.

· Use teaching procedures that are designed to promote specific aspects of quality learning.

Don’t forget that specific areas and things need to be taught to students as set out by the curriculum, allow for variety in teaching methods but ensure that the specific message is getting through.

· Develop students' awareness of the big picture: how the various activities fit together and link to the big ideas.

Students need to know the link between skills and knowledge and real world applications, they need to constantly ask why and you as a teacher need to have the answers to why.

· Regularly raise students' awareness of the nature of different aspects of quality learning.

This is a key aspect of learning how to learn. Students typically have no vocabulary to discuss learning. It is very helpful to build a shared vocabulary and shared understandings on learning.

· Promote assessment as part of the learning process. Ensure that as a teacher you assess a range of aspects of learning. Assessment should be done throughout the topic not just in an assessment task at the end of a topic.
